At a meeting held in Glasgow on 5th October 1919; attended by twenty-four Catholic gentlemen; Cork man Patrick J. O'Callaghan asked those present to agree to the formation of a new organisation, which would ultimately be called the Knights of St. Columba. This proposal was agreed and a further meeting was convened. The new Order was to be modeled, as far as was practicable, on the example of the Knights of Columbus in the USA (founded by Fr. Michael J. McGivney)
